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Reasons for Fighting: WAR, TERRIBLE WAR
Symbols and Metaphors

Harriet Beecher Stowe and Harriet Tubman made people see that slavery had to be
stopped. Both women successfully communicated the evils of slavery to Northerners
by using powerful symbols and metaphors that captured the slave experience.

Symbols and metaphors are literary devices that take a person, character; thing,
place, or event, and invest it with a deeper meaning.

A symbol is something that can represent a larger idea or emotion. For example: a
dove is a symbol of peace; Uncle Sam is a symbol for American patriotism.

A metaphor uses one object or idea in place of another to suggest a
likeness between the two. For example: “My grandfather was a bull when angry.” My
grandfather was not really a bull, but when he was mad he appeared like a bull (fierce
and intimidating).

Since they reflect a viewpoint,
political cartoons can often anger or amuse the reader. To understand a political cartoon you must
first understand what the symbols represent and then try to understand the overall meaning.

The political cartoon below captures an important moment in the early days of the Civil War.
President Davis'’s troops lacked food, clothing, weapons, and ships. Davis was certain that
England would help provide the Confederacy with the necessary supplies. After all, England had
come to rely on the cotton and tobacco grown in the South. Davis did not realize that England
had begun to question the Southern cause. Slavery had been abolished in England in 1772, and
Harriet Beecher Stowe’s book was helping the British to view American slaves with compassion.

The Gettysburg Address WAR, TERRIBLE WAR
On November 19, 1863, Abraham Lincoln delivered the following speech at Gettysburg,
Pennsylvania. Lincoln was trying to explain the meaning of the Civil War.

Four score and seven years ago our fathers brought forth on this continent, a new nation,
conceived in Liberty, and dedicated to the proposition that all men are created equal. Now we
are engaged in a great civil war, testing whether that nation, or any nation so conceived and so
dedicated, can long endure. We are met on a great battle-field of that war. We have come to
dedicate a portion of that field, as a final resting place for those who here gave their lives that
that nation might live. It is altogether fitting and proper that we should do this.

But, in a larger sense, we can not dedicate—ive can not consecrate—we can not hallow this ground.
The brave men, living and dead, who struggled here, have consecrated it, far above our poor power
to add or detract. The world will little note, nor long remember, what we say here, but it can never
forget what they did here. It is for us the living, rather, to be dedicated here to the unfinished work
which they who fought here have thus far so nobly advanced. It is rather for us to be here dedicated
to the great task remaining before us—that from these honored dead we take increased devotion to
that cause for which they gave the last full measure of devotion—that we here highly resolve that these
dead shall not have died in vain—that this nation, under God, shall have a new birth of freedom—
and that government of the people, by the people, for the people, shall not perish from the earth.

The United States was founded on the idea that all people had the right to individual
freedom. The founders declared that all men are created equal, but our Constitution
had not guaranteed that equality for all people.
